(v) The part-time teachers should also be allowed to supervise p1'Ojectlfield-worle of the 
students, preferably ill consultation with teacherls of 'Social Work' background (whete tlte 
c01tcemed part-time teacher is of 'non-Social Work' background). 

(vi) The academic and examination related issues will be ultder the overall supervision of 
Vidyasagar Universitlj. 

(vii) There should be an academic exchange programme between the academic staffs of affiliaring 
and the affiliated bodies. 

(viii) 10% share of students' fees (minimum Rs.5001=) per student per semester is to be paid to the 
University as Affiliation Fee. 

(ix) Library room to be fumished and equipped. 
(x) Required number ofclass rooms to be fumished. 
(xi) The University reserves the right to iml'ose such ather C01tditimts as it may deem fit as al1d 

whe1t the occasions arise. 
(xii) Required numbers of duly qualified teachers are to be appointed by the Institute 
before commencement of the classes. AMIK must increase its full-time faculty stre1tgth by at 
least 02 (two) for the first year class, and by at least 0.1 (one) at second year and third year 
each. Such full-time faculty members may be regularlcontractual/guestlvisiting etc. 

(xiii) AMIK must have a Course Co-ordinatorlHead of the Department for the Social WOl'Ie 
Courses. 

(xiv) The selection of teachers for appointment 01t contractual altd part-time basis to be made by a 
Committee constituted for this purpose and a subject expert nominated by the University in 
each subject to be included in the Selection Committee. 

(xv) The Institute must abide by the Vidyasagar University Act, Statutes, Ordinances, 
Regulations etc.

They have already sent the decision of the 
association to the H01t'ble Chief Minister of West Bengal altd Minister-in-Charge, Department of 
Higher Education, Govt. of West Bengal. They have also stated that CUl'AB the association will /to 
longer be able to restrain the part time teachers of this State to go for continuous class boycott with 
effect from 01.08.2012 in all govt./ govt.-aided colleges and Universities ofWest Bengal. 
After thorough discussion on the letter of CUTAB ill c01t1tection with withdrawing support from tlte 
examination related matters and continuous class boycott with effect from 1st August, 2012 by the 
Part-time teachers of Govt., Govt.-Aided colleges and Universities of West Bengal it was resolved 
that the letter be forwarded to the Government of West Bengal for co1tsideration.

college in number of circumstal1ces. He believes that a persoll like AK. Bhowmik, so implicated by 

D.P.I. and University may spoil the academic environment of the college and for greater good he 

should be called back by the University.
